DEPARTURE PLACE:  PARKING LOT located on the north side of 23rd St., at 1508 E. 23rd St 

Independence, MO 64050, across the street from the Hy-Vee Store.  We will have some signs along 23rd 

Street, at the entrance to the parking lot, where we will load the bus.  For those needing to leave their 

vehicle, parking will be available.    Call for directions or a map. 

 

TOUR LEAVES PROMPTLY AT 7:00 A.M. 

 

SATURDAY – JUNE 06:   Depart at 7:00 AM for the first day of trip.  We will spend the night in 

Englewood, Ohio, at the Best Western Plus, Dayton Northwest hotel.  Arrive approximately 6:30 PM.  Free 

hot breakfast.  Indoor swimming pool.  (Lots of restaurants within walking distance.) 

 

SUNDAY – JUNE 07:   After eating breakfast, we will be on the bus at 7:30 AM to go to our next stop at 

the Quality Inn, Lyndhurst, New Jersey, arriving approximately 7:00 PM.  There is a New York Diner at 

the hotel and an outdoor swimming pool. 

 

MONDAY – JUNE 08:   Today you will have several options for visiting New York City.  You may 

take advantage of visiting the Metropolitan Museum of Art where the Brothers conduct the Bible 

tours at the Museum.  3 tours are available.  See Page two of this itinerary under “New York City 

Tour Options” for descriptions of the three available tours and other activities.

THURSDAY – JUNE 11:   Eat breakfast.  Be on the bus at 6:30 AM for the approximate 2 hour drive to 

the United States Branch Office of Jehovah’s Witnesses in Wallkill, New York, where we will enjoy a two 

hour tour.

NEW YORK CITY TOUR OPTIONS 
 

Double-decker Sight-seeing bus:  City Sites 48 hour hop-on/hop-off Pass.  Includes:  three routes: 

Uptown, Downtown, and night tour which goes to Brooklyn, and a pass for a ride on the NY ferry along the 

Manhattan waterfront , an Eat & Play card, and a pass for the NYC Museum.   Price:  To Be Announced 

 

Metropolitan Museum of Art:  This is where the brothers give the Bible Tours.   They only allow you to 

do 1 tour a day, as they last approximately 4 hours.   Price:  $25.00 plus a tip for the tour guide.  At the 

end of your tour, you are free to enjoy the rest of the Museum for that same price. 

 

 Tour # 1: The Woman and Her Offspring – 3½ hours plus ½ hour for lunch 

 Tour # 2: Integrity – 3½ hours plus ½ hour for lunch 

 Tour # 3: The Bible And American History – 2½ hours plus ½ hour for lunch 

 

You may take pictures and notes in the Museum but no flash nor Audio/Video recording. 

There is a cafeteria in the museum and you are not allowed to bring food or drinks from outside. 

If we have enough people wanting to do any of the tours at the museum, I will arrange so that all may do 

it as a group.  If we do not have enough, I will contact you with the info on how to do it. 

They will assign you to a tour group and the information will be sent to your email.  It is important that 

you follow directions and respond to those emails.  The $25.00 price is given to your tour guide at the time 

that you meet him for your tour.  It must be in cash.  You are responsible for your transportation to and 

from the Museum (the subway, city bus or a taxi can take you to the museum). We are reviewing the 

possibility of our bus taking you to the Met.  Will let you know how that plays out. 

I am sure I have failed to cover all the bases, but feel free to contact us with questions and again, we will 

be discussing all these things on the bus in route to NYC.
